Marwa Ali El-Sherbini was an Egyptian pharmacist and national
handball champion. On July 1, 2009, she was stabbed 18 times to
death in front of her 3-yr old son and husband, in a courtroom in
Dresden, Germany while testifying against a man who had made
previous Islamophobic and xenophobic insults against her. Because
Marwa was wearing a headscarf he had called her an “Islamist”, a
“terrorist” and a “bitch”.
